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introduction

Just as every knitter creates each and every project, no matter how simple
or intricate, from basic knit and purl stitches, I have built an exhilarating
career as a freelance knit and crochet designer and author using stitch
patterns made from just knit and purl stitches. Stitch patterns are one of the
basic building blocks that I use when I begin to design and are essential in
much of my work.

One of my first jobs was working as a stitch designer for major fashion
houses on Seventh Avenue in the garment district of New York City. I was
handed giant cones of different yarns and sent off to create original
swatches reflecting upcoming trends. I remember being told to “Think
seashore” one season, and I designed textured fabrics that looked like sand
and surf, like Sand Ripples, Surf Pattern, Ocean Lace and Shifting Sand. An
emerging cable trend another season inspired intricate patterns like
O’Briensbridge Cables and Caedmon Celtic Knot. It was a great
opportunity for me to develop the design (and knitting!) skills I use every
day.

Some of the stitch patterns in this book are long-standing favorites I
created during my many years working in the yarn industry; some are
variations on stitch patterns you may recognize; a few are the results of
experimentation (swapping cable crossings, for example), and still others
are the product of fortunate “errors” done while knitting. Inspiration, for
me, comes from lots of different places—from fashion trends to art,
architecture to nature.

You will find textured knit and purl patterns, lace and openwork, cables
and crossed stitch patterns, slip stitch patterns, and novelty combinations.
Most are accessible to any of you who are aspiring knitters while still being
interesting enough for a knitting pro.



Writing this book has been an absolute dream come true. Just picture my
happy design studio: giant commercial-sized boxes of wool in a
kaleidoscope of colors, piles and piles of literally hundreds of knitted
swatches, pads of graph paper with scribbled patterns and charts all over the
place (in my knitting bag, travel carry-on, briefcase—even on the
nightstand)!

Of course, as a knitter, you have many stitch dictionaries to choose from,
but each collection opens a new world of creative possibilities by offering
you a window into a designer’s imagination and their innovations on our
favorite craft. I am excited to share this collection of stitch designs with you
and can hardly wait to see all the beautiful things you make!



What Is a Stitch Dictionary?

Most knitters know that, no matter the complexity, all knitted fabrics are
made using just two basic stitches—knit and purl. Lucky for us, these
simple stitches can be combined in an infinite number of ways to create
designs that are beautiful, exciting, and unique. A stitch dictionary is a
collection of such patterns and can become the basis for anything your
imagination can create, from a romantic openwork shawl to a warm Aran
pullover or a cozy sampler throw.



How to Use This Book

Choosing a Stitch

This stitch collection is divided into five chapters according to knitting
technique: knit/purl combinations, lace patterns, cables and crossed-stitch
patterns, slip stitch designs, and novelty stitch patterns.

Each section is arranged according to skill level, from the more
straightforward to more complex patterns. That said, no matter your
knitting experience, if you are intrigued by a more advanced stitch, give it a
try. I encourage you to try them all! You’ll find resources to help you gain
new skills. After all, the best way to learn and grow is to challenge yourself.

Reading the Patterns

You’ll notice that each pattern has both written and charted instructions. I
have provided both versions to be complete and also because many knitters
strongly prefer one over the other. If you’ve never tried reading a knitting
chart, take a look at How to Read Instructions for Knitting Stitch Patterns
for a complete demystification of the chart-reading process and symbols. Of
course, please choose the format you prefer—or use both. You might find
having the text nearby makes using the charts easier to follow.

Each individual design includes a stitch multiple, which indicates the
number of stitches needed to repeat the pattern. Ribbed Squares, for
example, is a multiple of 16 stitches. This means you should cast on a
number of stitches that is divisible by 16, such as 32 or 48 or 112 or 160.

Some patterns require extra stitches on one or both sides in order to
center the design, such as Buckeye Cables. This design is a multiple of 24
stitches plus 12 stitches, so 84 stitches would work nicely (24 x 3 + 12), as
would 252 stitches (24 x 10 + 12).

In the charts, the stitch multiple, also known as the stitch repeat, is
outlined by a bold black box; in the written-out instructions, it begins with
an asterisk and ends with a semicolon.

You’ll notice that some stitch designs, such as Moss Stitch Diamonds and
Lace Ribbons have a special icon (* ) indicating that they look great on both



sides, making them especially perfect for scarves, blankets, and other
projects where the wrong side is frequently visible. In cases where the
fabric is not exactly reversible, photographs show both sides of the fabric.
You might even find you sometimes prefer the wrong side over the right
side!

And, because wanting to knit unique fabrics doesn’t mean we always
want to count every little stitch and concentrate on every single row, look
for the icon on some patterns. These marked designs, such as Daisy

Stitch and Chain Links, have what my students lovingly refer to as “rest
rows.” The wrong-side rows are just “purl across” or “knit the knit stitches
and purl the purl stitches”—perfect for television or soccer-practice
knitting!



Using the Patterns

One of the best parts of my job as a designer is experimenting with
interesting stitches and finding new ways to use them. I hope you’ll enjoy
playing with the patterns, too.

Stand-Alone Designs

If you make your swatches approximately 6"/[15cm] square, you’ll have
handy dishcloths or spa cloths to use or to give as gifts. Of course, an
afghan is really only a supersized swatch, with finished measurements of
approximately 50" x 68"/[127cm x 172.5cm] for a full-sized version, or
approximately 36" x 42"/[91.5cm x 106.5cm] for a baby version. Or, for a
fun challenge, sew several squares together to create a one-of-a-kind
sampler throw.

Substituting Stitches within Existing Patterns

It’s easy to replace one stitch pattern for another within an existing pattern.
Just knit a large swatch in the stitch pattern you’d like to use, at least
6"/[15cm] square, and count the number of stitches and rows over
4"/[10cm]. Divide those numbers by 4 to get the stitch and row gauge over
1"/[2.5cm].

If you can’t see the stitches because of the patterning (because of the
twisting of cables, for example), measure the width of one pattern repeat
and divide by the number of stitches involved to find the gauge.

If you plan to wash and block your project pieces, it’s important to take
the time to treat your gauge swatch in the same manner before measuring it.
Yarn often behaves differently after washing. Some fibers become limp
while others bloom; some will contract lengthwise or widthwise. Not that
you need another reason to knit swatches, but consider your gauge swatch
the perfect opportunity to preview a tiny piece of your completed project
and get a look at how the yarn behaves. Make your laundering mistakes
here rather than on your final piece. (Been there, done that!)



That stitch pattern can now be used in any commercial pattern that calls
for the same gauge! Of course, you might have to tweak the final width
measurement a little in order to accommodate the stitch multiple for your
particular stitch pattern. After all, knitwear design and pattern drafting are
more an art form than an exact science.

Creating Original Designs

To design a project from scratch, start by making a large gauge swatch as
described earlier. If you’re like me, one swatch is never enough—you’ll
want to try different needle sizes to see which one gives the desired drape
and feel.

If you’re using several panels or stitch patterns within a single project,
knit a separate gauge swatch for each of the panels or stitch patterns. This
will give you a true gauge for each, unaffected by the pattern on either side.

Carefully measure your stitch and row gauges, being sure not to fudge. A
difference of a half stitch means very little in an inch or two’s worth of
fabric, but that half stitch, multiplied over an entire sweater width, could
result in a finished garment that is much larger or smaller than planned.
(Don’t ask me how I know....)

Draw the shape of your project, keeping in mind that many projects will
be assembled from several pieces. And don’t worry, you don’t have to have
an art degree to be successful here. Just make a quick line drawing of the
silhouette. A plain rectangle would suffice for an afghan or throw rug; a
rectangle with cutouts for the neck opening and armholes will work
perfectly for a pullover.

For the next step, add desired finished measurements to your sketch (see
below). Be sure to include length and width measurements. You can look at
schematic drawings in published patterns or else measure pieces you
already own and love as guidelines for size and shape. To download a PDF
of the sweater schematic shown here, go to www.RHlinksTKTKTK.com.

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Multiply your gauge by your width measurements to determine the
number of stitches to be cast on. Write the numbers onto your drawings. In
my sweater example, the gauge is 4 stitches and 6 rows to the inch. To get a
sweater piece that is 18"/[45.5cm] wide, we would have to cast on 72
stitches. Depending on the type of seam you plan to use, you might need to
add one selvedge stitch to each side. Flat whipstitch seams require no
selvedge stitches; mattress stitch seams do.

If this total number of stitches is not divisible by the stitch multiple in the
pattern, the numbers will have to be fudged a bit. We can adjust the size of
our finished garment or add filler stitches on each side in a plain pattern



(like stockinette or seed stitch) to make the numbers work. Take a look at
Combining Patterns Within a Design to see how.

Just by looking at the drawing, our knitter knows to cast on 72 stitches
for the lower edge. Then, the fabric will be worked straight until it measures
12"/[30.5cm] from the beginning. For the armholes, 2'2"/[6.5cm] would be
removed on each side by binding off 10 stitches at the beginning of two
rOwS.

The knitting would continue straight until the neck shaping for each
piece, after 4%"/[11.5cm] for the front and after 7"/[18cm] for the back. To
shape the neck, a number of stitches would be removed at the center all at
once, and the remaining stitches would be decreased away until all 28 neck
stitches are gone.

For the sleeves, 46 stitches would be cast on for the cuff. Then stitches
would be gradually added until the stitch count becomes 68 in total—that’s
11 increases (2 stitches each time) within 13%"/[34.5cm] worth of sleeve
length. Simple algebra using the row gauge will determine the rate of
increasing. If we keep 2%:"/[6.5cm] straight at the top of the sleeve so that it
fits neatly into the square indented armhole, then we have 11 x 6 = 66 rows
available to us to increase all the stitches. To achieve a nice, gradual slope
to our sleeve, we’d increase 1 stitch each side every 6 rows eleven times,
and then continue straight until the piece measures 13'2"/[34.5cm] from the
beginning before binding off.
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Designing Projects Knitted in the Round

Projects that are made in the round are designed in a similar way: multiply
the stitch gauge by the total width of the fabric to determine the number of
stitches to be cast on. The difference here is that the total number of stitches
must be an exact multiple of the stitch repeat; those extra side stitches
(outside the bold black stitch repeat box in the chart) are left off in order to
get a continuous pattern.

Here’s how to design a simple hat from scratch:

First, knit a piece of your fabric in the round so you can accurately
measure gauge. If you don’t want to swatch in the round on double-pointed



needles, it is fine to work a flat piece of sample knitting as long as all rows
are worked with the right side facing you. In others words, use a circular
knitting needle and, at the end of each row, slide the stitches back to the
beginning of the row and knit the next row.

Next, draw the shape of the project, including the finished dimensions.
You <can download a PDF of this schematic from
www.RHIinksTKTKTK.com.
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Then convert the dimensions to stitches using the knitting gauge.

21" = 84 stitches

In our example hat, the number of stitches is 84. Ideally, we’d like to
choose a stitch pattern that is a number that will divide evenly into 84, such
as 2, 3, 7, 12, 28, or 42. Or, we could take advantage of the stretchy nature
of knitted fabrics and round our main number down to 80, making it
possible to incorporate a stitch pattern that’s a multiple of 5, 8, 10, or 20.

Once the stitches are cast on for the hat, we’d knit even in the pattern
until the piece measures an inch or two less than 9"/[23cm] from the
beginning. Then a number of stitches would be decreased every round or
two until only enough stitches remain to be gathered together for the crown.

Shaping Within Pattern Stitches

If your project requires shaping, you’ll want to maintain the stitch pattern
while increasing and decreasing. To make the process easier, it’s a good
idea to chart out several repeats of the pattern and then superimpose the
outline of the shaped piece on top to see the stitch pattern. Knit-specific
software such as Intwined Studio or Softbyte’s Design-a-Knit can be used,
but even general programs like Excel or Adobe Illustrator can be helpful for
charting.

Increasing While Maintaining Pattern

Here, for example, is a chart showing how the allover textured pattern
Embossed Blocks could be incorporated into sleeve increases. Note how the
design is symmetrical on both sides.




Some stitch patterns, such as cables and lace, are trickier than basic
knit/purl combinations when shaping fabrics. For these designs, it is smart
to wait until enough new stitches have been added (or taken away) so that a
whole or half repeat can be incorporated into the pattern. A cable turned on
only half the normal number of stitches is unsightly. Use a filler pattern
such as stockinette or reverse stockinette on the stitches in the meantime.

This chart is an example of how increases might be incorporated in a
cabled sleeve using Buckeye Cables. Notice how the stitches on the sides
are not cabled until enough new stitches are added to make a whole 4-stitch
cable crossing.
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Lace presents a whole different set of issues when shaping, since the
stitch patterns themselves already have increases (yarn overs) and decreases
(k2tog and ssk) when worked even. For every increase, there is a
corresponding decrease, keeping the stitch count constant.



To actually shape a piece of lace fabric, an extra yarn over or decrease
must be worked. Here, too, savvy knitters chart the patterns to make the
knitting easier.

The bottom chart shows how sleeve increases might be worked when
knitting Faceted Diamonds. In this example, the knitter is using the M1
technique, working the increases one stitch in from each edge. Note that
sometimes the double decrease has been changed to a single decrease near
the side edge, since a corresponding yarn over increase isn’t available yet.
Notice, too, yarn overs are never worked right on the edge, since they’d be
difficult to work into a seam; in these cases, if a yarn over is omitted, the
corresponding decrease is left off as well.
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Decreasing While Maintaining Pattern

It is easier to decrease than increase while working in pattern, since the
design is already set up. Stitches are simply worked together, allowing the



innermost stitch to determine whether a knit decrease or purl decrease is
appropriate.

Here is how one side of a neckline might be shaped while working
Embossed Blocks. Bind off stitches whenever more than one stitch is being
decreased at a time; use k2tog or ssk decreases whenever a single stitch is
being removed. For this side of the neck, use the right-leaning k2tog
decrease, and for the other side, use the left-leaning ssk decrease.

To continue cable patterns while de-creasing, omit any cable crossings
that would be comprised of fewer stitches than normal. In Buckeye Cables,
for example, work cables only when 4 stitches are present, as seen below.
Here, too, use the bind-off technique to decrease more than one adjacent
stitch; choose the appropriate slanting single decrease (k2tog or ssk) for
later decreases.
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As with increasing, special care must be taken when decreasing in lace
patterns. Sometimes, if a stitch used to perform a neckline decrease is
already a decrease, for example, that single decrease will become a double
decrease in order to maintain the lace while shaping the piece, as seen in
this example worked in Faceted Diamonds.
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Combining Patterns Within a Design

It’s interesting to design—and fun to knit—a project that includes more
than one stitch pattern. Here’s how to do it.

First, knit individual swatches of all the stitch patterns you are
considering for the project. Obviously, you should use the yarn you plan to
use in your project for these swatches. Since every stitch pattern may have a
different gauge, make your swatches large enough that you can also use
them as gauge swatches later. (You might as well kill two birds with one
stone!)

Experiment with possible arrangements of the stitch patterns by placing
your swatches on a flat surface and shifting their positions until you find a
combination you like.

Then make a sketch of your design, noting the arrangement of patterns.
Here, for example, is a possible design idea combining a cable panel with a
simple textured background pattern.

To draft the pattern for your project, measure the gauge for each stitch
pattern separately, and then add the measurements to your sketch. In our
example, let’s use the Irish Panel and Rice Stitch for a sleeveless sweater.

Let’s say that by carefully measuring the swatches, we determine that the
24 stitches of the Irish Panel measure 3"/[7.5cm] across, and that 5 stitches
equal one inch in the Rice Stitch pattern.

If our sweater front and back were each going to be 18"/[45.5cm] across
(to give us a 36"/[91.5cm] finished bust), then three panels of the cable will
make up 9"/[23cm] of the sweater front, leaving 9"/[23cm] to be filled with
the textured pattern, 3"/[7.5cm] on either side of the center cable and
1%"/[4cm] near the side seams. Use your stitch gauge to convert the
measurements to stitch counts, and add them to your drawing. If you plan to
knit the project in pieces and seam them later, be sure to add one stitch to
each side for seam selvedge stitches.

Finally, to knit the pieces, cast on 120 stitches (or 122 stitches if you’re
knitting the project in pieces) and use stitch markers to separate the
different patterns on your knitting needles.
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You’ll find that it is easier to keep track of the patterns if they have
compatible row repeats. For instance, it is better to combine a pattern that
has an 8-row repeat with one that has a similar multiple, such as 4, 8, or 16.

Together, let’s explore some of the exciting ways simple knitting
techniques can be combined to create interesting—and useful!—fabrics.

Using Stitch Patterns in a Design

Here’s a quick recap of the process for using any of these stitch patterns in a design.

1 Swatch, swatch, swatch! Knit up samples of several patterns using different yarns and needle

sizes to find fabric you love.

2 Measure the stitch and row gauge before and after blocking your final swatch.
3 Sketch the shape of the project you want to knit.

4 Add final desired measurements to your project sketch or schematic.

5 Multiply your stitch gauge by the width of the project piece you want to knit to find the required

number of stitches to be cast on.

6 If necessary, round the cast-on number up or down slightly to the desired multiple of stitches.




7 Using your stitch gauge, add shaping details such as armhole indentations and neck openings.

8 Cast on and happy knitting (and designing)!

True lace requires a bit of concentration, but simple openwork patterns
are glorious in their own right. The mirrored decreases are the key to
beautiful patterns.

No matter how intricate they seem, cables are simply two or more sets of
stitches changing places. Endless variations can be knitted by crossing
cables in different directions at various spots in the fabric. Some use
colorwork to great effect. Still others are completely reversible! I’ve written
two books on cable designs, but I never tire of them. Here are some of my
favorite cables for you to explore. Enjoy!



honeycombs
(multiple of 8 stitches)

Row 1 (RS): *Slip the next 2 sts onto cn and hold in back, k2, k2 from cn,
slip the next 2 sts onto cn and hold in front, k2, k2 from cn; repeat from the

Intentionally unraveling a stitch makes tuck stitch patterns. Wrapping the
yarn around your thumb creates a faux-fur fabric. Cleverly appliquéd pieces
help to create a unique Butterfly Motif or a textural Vineyard Lattice. I bet
you’ll agree that the stitch designs in this section are great fun to knit.



horizontal ruching

(any number of stitches)

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How to Read Instructions for Knitting Stitch
Patterns

In this book, each pattern is offered in both text and chart form. Many
knitters prefer using the graphics of the charts, but others like everything
written out in text. Choose the format that makes your knitting easier and
more fun.



The Foreign Language of Knitting Symbols and Charts: A Crash
Course in Translation

To some knitters, charted patterns seem like a secret code of cryptic
characters laid out mysteriously on a grid. Actually, like foreign languages,
knitting charts and their symbols are simple to translate once you become
familiar with the “grammar” and “vocabulary.”

A Quick Lesson in Grammar
A knitting chart is a visual representation of the public side of knitted
fabric.

Each square of the grid corresponds to one stitch and each row of squares
corresponds to one row of stitches.

Charts are read in the same way that the fabric is knit—from the lower
edge up, with the first row at the bottom of the chart and the last row at the
top.

Right-side rows are read from right to left, in the same order that stitches
present themselves to you on the left-hand knitting needle. The following
illustration shows the order that stitches will be worked for Row 1, a right-
side row (the side of the fabric which the public will see), in a chart:

Of course, if you’re knitting back and forth in rows, at the end of this first
row, you flip your knitting before starting the next row, and the wrong side
of the fabric faces you. Physically, the first stitch of this wrong-side row is
the same stitch as the last stitch of the right-side row you just completed.
Thus, wrong-side rows on charts are read in the opposite direction, from left
to right, as shown below:



When working in the round rather than back and forth in rows, such as
for a hat or sock, the right side of the fabric is always facing you so, in these
cases, all rows of the chart are read from right to left.

Some patterns are reversible and have no real right or wrong sides. In
most of those patterns, such as Embossed Flow, I have arbitrarily
designated one of the sides as the right side. Other patterns, however, are
heavily cabled on both sides to create fabrics that are equally beautiful on
both sides, such as Reversible Kerry Braids. Here, for ease of knitting, two
charts are given. You’ll use Chart A when working on Side A and Chart B
when working on Side B. Because these patterns truly have no right or
wrong side, both charts and all the symbols on them are read as right-side
rows, from right to left. Patterns that work this way are clearly indicated.

Knitting charts make it easy to see how many stitches are involved in a
pattern. A bold rectangular frame is used in this book to indicate the stitch
repeat. If extra stitches are required on each side to center the pattern on the
fabric, they are shown to the left and/or right of the repeat. Cross Hatch, for
example, has a multiple of 10 plus 2 stitches; it is a 10-stitch repeat with
one “balancing” stitch on each side.

To read the chart below, for example, you’d start at the lower right-hand
corner, read from right to left, work the four stitches inside the bold
rectangle as many times as is necessary to get across your fabric, and end
the row with the stitch represented in this sample chart by the star. This
stitch sits outside the stitch repeat and so is worked once per row. It is the
last stitch of every right-side row, and since wrong-side rows are read from
left to right, it is the first stitch of every wrong-side row.
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As you journey through this book, you will notice that some of the charts,
like the leaf appliqué in Vineyard Lattice, for instance, have irregular
shapes rather than being rectangular (as is usually the case). That’s because
the stitch count is not a constant for all rows in the pattern; stitches are
being added or taken away to create pattern interest.



In other charts, changing stitch counts are dealt with in a different way. In
cases such as Caedmon Celtic Knot, gray-filled squares “hold” the spot
where stitches either were or will eventually be. Those gray squares are
called “no stitch” in the Comprehensive Stitch Key because you pay no
attention to them when you see them in the chart. Don’t slip a stitch on your
needles, just skip over the gray square and move on to the next symbol and
the next stitch on your needle.

Some patterns are worked as panels or motifs on simple backgrounds to
make them “pop.” For a stockinette background, knit on the right side and
purl on the wrong side; for a reverse stockinette ground, purl on the right
side and knit on the wrong side.

The Vocabulary List

Each symbol on a chart indicates the way a stitch or group of stitches will
be worked, and the arrangement of symbols on the chart determines the
stitch pattern.

Usually, the symbols visually resemble the way the resulting stitches will
appear on the public side of the knitted fabric. The symbol for a knit stitch,
for example, is a blank box, mimicking the flat appearance of the knit stitch
itself; the dot symbol for a purl stitch depicts the bumpy appearance of a
purled stitch.

A symbol that occupies several squares of the grid indicates the number
of stitches that will be involved in that particular knitting maneuver. Cables,
for instance, are worked over more than one stitch, so cable symbols
occupy several adjacent squares. In most of the charts in this book, each
line or dot within every cable symbol represents one of the stitches being
crossed, so you can quickly tell at a glance the number of stitches involved.
For instance, three lines crossing three other lines would symbolize a six-
stitch cable.

Even cable symbols look like the knitting maneuvers they represent. In a
Left Cross, the dominant lines in the symbol cross toward the left, with the
right-hand stitches moving in front of the others. When knitting the symbol,
this is your clue to place the cable needle holding those stitches in front of
your work.

On the other hand, Right Cross cable symbols show the left-hand stitches
moving over the others toward the right. Since the right-hand stitches
appear to be moving behind the left-hand ones, you will slip them onto your
cable needle and hold them in back of your work.

When knit stitches travel over other knit stitches in a cable, the symbol
has diagonal lines representing the background stitches. However, if knit
stitches travel over purl stitches instead, the cable symbol will have dots to
represent the background stitches, as seen below.

==

When instructions say to hold yarn or stitches in front or in back, it
means in front or in back of the piece of work as you see it on your needles.
In front is the side you are looking at; in back is the side away from you at
that time.

Needless to say, designers and editors may use different sets of symbols
to represent the same knitting maneuvers, but they are usually variations on
a theme; generally, all symbols resemble the resulting stitch. Just think
about them as unique “dialects” of this “foreign language”! They’re usually
pretty easy to decipher, since every chart has a key somewhere near it.
There is also a Comprehensive Stitch Key that defines every stitch used in
this book.

Most of the time, all rows in charts are shown as they appear on the
public side of the fabric. There are some exceptions, such as Reversible
Kerry Braids and Reversible Dungourney Cables. Consequently, the same
symbol can mean different things on right-side and wrong-side rows. The
blank box, for instance, represents a knit stitch on a right-side row, but if
you’re on a wrong-side row and want the stitch to appear as a knit stitch on
the reverse side of the fabric, you must purl it.



If a symbol is used on both right- and wrong-side rows of the chart, the
Comprehensive Stitch Key will tell you which knitting maneuver to use
where.

Often, wrong-side rows are pretty simple: you just knit the knit stitches
and purl the purl stitches as they present themselves to you on the knitting
needle. Scan the entire chart before you begin knitting to confirm that this is
the case, or just look for the handy ¢ ‘icon used in this book. If so, you can

zip along those wrong-side rows reading your knitting rather than the chart!
Some publications don’t even include the wrong-side rows on the charts
at all! Their rows are marked on the right-hand side with odd numbers only.
This means that on wrong-side rows you’ll just knit the knits and purl the
purls when you get to them.
I’ll bet that with some practice—and yes, a little bit of patience!—you’ll
find knitting from charts easy, fast, and maybe even fun!

Enlarge your charts on a copy machine to make reading them easier. You can download a PDF
of the charts at www.RHlinksTKTKTK.com.

If you’re an exceptionally visual person, use a color key to simplify reading the symbols:
choose a different color highlighting pen for each symbol in your key and throughout the
chart (see illustration below). Instead of deciphering each symbol individually, you’ll have

your own, useful color code!

If you’re working more than one stitch pattern across your needles, place stitch markers on

your knitting needles to separate each pattern repeat or panel.

Use a row counter or a sticky note to keep track of where you are on the chart. Put the note
above the row you’re currently working on so you can see how it integrates with the existing

fabric.



Knitting Patterns Written in Words

Since some knitters prefer word-for-word patterns, each stitch pattern in
this book is written out in text form as well as chart format.

Row-by-row instructions are typed out in numerical order. If the pattern
has a repeat heightwise, the rows to be repeated will be indicated at the end
of the pattern.

As mentioned earlier, the “stitch multiple” indicates the number of
stitches needed to repeat the pattern across the width of the fabric. In the
text instructions, the stitch repeat is typed between the asterisk and
semicolon. Any stitches outside the asterisk and semicolon are needed for
symmetry.

Row 1 of Garter Rib, for example, reads like this:

Row 1 (RS): *K5, p7, k4; repeat from the * across, ending with k1.

To knit this row, you would knit one stitch, then purl one stitch all the
way across the row. At the end of the row, there would be one stitch left,
and that stitch would be knitted.

Sometimes, the number of knit or purl stitches is broken up at the
beginning and end of the stitch repeat, as in Brocade.

Row 1 of this pattern reads:

Row 1 (RS): *K1, p1; repeat from the * across, ending with k1.

This row can also be written as:

Row 1 (RS): K5, p7, *k9, p7; repeat from the * across, ending with
k5.



Although they may look different, they both say the same thing: To knit
this right-side row, you would knit five stitches, purl seven stitches, then
knit nine stitches (which is the four stitches from the end of the repeat plus
the five stitches at the beginning of the repeat). This book uses both
methods of writing out a row, trying to balance clarity with ease of use.

Some patterns have sections of text shown inside brackets like these [ ].
The brackets will be followed by instructions regarding the stitches
contained within.

These brackets may indicate that a certain sequence of stitches is
supposed to be worked all into a single stitch. Row 5 of String of Pearls, for
example, reads:

Row 5: With B, k1, *[k1, yarn over, k1] all into the next st, slip the
next st with the yarn in back; repeat from the * across, ending with k1.

The brackets mean that after knitting the first stitch with Color B, you
would do the following all into the next stitch before removing the original
stitch from the left-hand needle: Knit the stitch, then wrap the yarn around
the right-hand needle to make a yarn over, then insert the right-hand needle
into that same stitch again to knit it once more. Three stitches are made out
of a single stitch.

Other times, brackets show a set of instructions that will be repeated a
certain number of times. Row 9 of Ribbed Squares, for example, reads:

Row 9: *P8, [k2, p2] twice; repeat from the * across.

This row can also be written as:

Row 9: *P8, k2, p2, k2, p2; repeat from the * across.

To work this row, you would purl eight stitches, knit two stitches, purl
two stitches, knit two stitches, purl two stitches, then repeat from the



beginning, all the way across.
To save space in the pattern instructions, standard abbreviations are used.
See Abbreviations for a list of the ones used in this book.



Abbreviations

Following is a list of abbreviations used in the patterns of this book. Many
of the techniques are discussed in the Knitting Techniques section.

cn cable needle

#3 onto the left-hand needle, and knit them, p4 from safety
pin #2, k4 from safety pin #1.




Knitting Techniques

This section provides instructions for some of the techniques used in the
stitch patterns.



1-to-3 st Knit Increases

Here’s how to make three stitches out of a single stitch using a yarn over in
between two knit stitches. Pattern instructions for this technique will read
[k1, yarn over, k1] into one stitch:

With the yarn in back, insert the right-hand needle knitwise into the
indicated stitch and make a knit stitch but don’t remove the stitch from the
left-hand needle.

Bring the yarn between the needle tips to the front and then take it all the
way around the right-hand needle to the back to create a yarn over
(illustration 1). Do not remove the stitch from the left-hand needle yet.

Next, to create the third stitch of this particular increase, reinsert the
right-hand needle into that same stitch knitwise and knit the stitch once
more (illustration 2).

Finally, slip the original stitch off the left-hand needle.

note: To increase from one to five stitches, use the same technique but [[kl1,
yarn over] twice, k1] all into one st.






1-to-3 st Purl Increases

Here’s how to make three stitches out of a single stitch using a yarn over in
between two purl stitches. Pattern instructions for this technique will read
[p1, yarn over, p1] into one stitch:

To begin, with the yarn in front, insert the right-hand needle purlwise into
the indicated stitch and make a purl stitch but don’t remove the stitch from
the left-hand needle.

Now, wrap the yarn around the needle from front to back to front to
create a yarn over (illustration 3). Do not remove the stitch from the left-
hand needle yet.

Next, to create the third stitch of this particular increase, reinsert the
right-hand needle into that same stitch purlwise and purl the stitch once
more (illustration 4).



Finally, slip the original stitch off the left-hand needle.



5-to-1 st Decrease

This decrease technique involves manipulating stitches without knitting
them, simply passing each stitch over a center stitch, one by one in alternate
directions, until only the middle stitch remains. It is often used when
knitting Celtic cables such as Enniskerry Cable. The first time you do it,
you might find it helpful to have someone read the instructions to you aloud
as you do it.

To do: Drop the working yarn to the back, and slip 3 stitches from the
left-hand needle onto the right-hand needle.

*Pass the second stitch on the right-hand needle over the first stitch as if
you’re binding it off (illustration 5).

(S

Slip this stitch from the right-hand needle back onto the left-hand needle,
and pass the second stitch on the left-hand needle over the first stitch (as if
you’re binding it off, except it will be in the opposite direction)**
(illustration 6).



(6)

Now, slip this stitch from the left-hand needle back onto the right-hand
needle, and repeat the steps between the * and the ** once more.

Finally, knit this remaining stitch. Five stitches have been combined into
one stitch.

note: If the stockinette sections of your cable are 3 stitches rather than 2
stitches across, as in Caedmon Celtic Knot, just use a 7-to-1 st decrease
instead of the 5-to-1 st decrease. It is worked the same way, except 4
stitches are slipped to begin with, and the steps between the asterisks above
are repeated twice more, instead of just once.



Attaching New Yarn

Whenever possible, try to attach a new ball of yarn at the beginning of a
TOW.

To start a new strand of yarn at the beginning of a knit row: Drop the old
yarn, insert your right-hand needle into the first stitch of the row as if you
are about to knit, grasp the new yarn and use it to knit the first stitch
(illustration 7). Always begin and end every yarn with at least a 6"/[15cm]
tail. Otherwise, you won’t have enough length to weave it in sufficiently.

To start a new yarn at the beginning of a purl row: Drop the old yarn,
insert your right-hand needle into that first stitch of the row as if you’re
about to purl rather than knit, and purl it.



Bobbles

Bobbles introduce wonderful surface texture (not to mention, playful
whimsy) to fabrics. While some knitters find them time-consuming to knit,
they are not difficult to do. To make a bobble, multiple increases are
worked into a single stitch, a few rows are worked, and then multiple
decreases are worked in order to return to the original stitch count. There
are several ways to knit a bobble, but here’s my favorite. It is used in
Tuxedo Cable.
First, knit into the [front, back, front] of a single stitch, turn.

Next, working into these same three stitches, purl into the first one, [p1,
yarn over, p1] all into the next stitch, then purl the third stitch, turn.

Knit the five sts, then turn.

Decrease from five stitches down to three stitches as follows: p2tog, pl1,
p2tog, turn.

Finally, decrease from three stitches down to one stitch using a central
double decrease (s2kp2).

Avoiding Gaps Between Purl and Knit Stitches



For some knitters, whenever a purl stitch is to the left of a knit
stitch, such as in ribbings and in many cables, a gap occurs that
makes the knit stitch appear oversized and wonky looking. It’s
easy to prevent this unevenness from occurring. In fact, the
hardest part is remembering to do it! The trick involves the purl
stitch to the left of the offending knit stitch. Here’s how to do it: on
right-side rows, work the offending knit stitch the way you
normally would. Then, when working the purl stitch immediately
to its left, insert your right-hand needle into the stitch purlwise as
you normally would, but wrap the yarn around the needle in the
opposite direction—clockwise rather than counterclockwise —as
you purl the stitch. On the next row, this stitch will present itself to
you as a twisted knit stitch. Knit it through the back loop to untwist
it.




Cables

Cables are created when stitches exchange places with other stitches within
a knitted row. One set of stitches is placed on a cable needle to keep them
out of the way while another set of stitches is worked. Depending on
whether those stitches are held to the front or to the back of the work,
whether the cable uses two, three, or even seventeen stitches, and whether
the stitches are ultimately knitted or purled or any combination of the two,
creates the beautiful patterns.

Front Cross Cable (also known as Left Cross)
Slip the first set of stitches purlwise onto a cable needle and hold them in
front (illustration 9).

(9)

Keeping the cable needle in front of the work, knit the next set of stitches
on the left-hand needle (illustration 10).

Knit the set of stitches that is waiting on the cable needle (illustration 11).



(11D

Back Cross Cable (also known as Right Cross)
Slip the first set of stitches purlwise onto a cable needle and hold them in
back (illustration 12).



(12)

Keeping the cable needle in back of the work, knit the next set of stitches

on the left-hand needle (illustration 13).



(13)

Knit the 2 stitches that are waiting on the cable needle (illustration 14).



Cable Cast-On
Here’s my favorite cast-on technique: It’s beautiful, easy, and quick to do.
Plus, it’s perfect when the first row worked is a right-side row.

Start by making a slipknot on your knitting needle, then insert the tip of
the right-hand needle knitwise into the loop that’s sitting on the left-hand
needle and knit up a stitch (illustration 15) but don’t remove the original
stitch from the left-hand needle; instead, transfer the new stitch from the
right-hand needle back to the left-hand one. One new stitch has been cast
on.



For each successive stitch to be cast on, insert the tip of the right-hand
needle between the first 2 stitches on the left-hand needle to knit up a stitch
(illustration 16).




As before, do not remove the old stitch, rather slip the new one back onto
the left-hand needle; repeat until you have cast on the required number of
stitches.



Central Double Decrease (abbreviated s2kp2)

A central double decrease takes 3 stitches down to 1 stitch, leaving the
center stitch on top.

On the right (knit) side of the fabric, slip 2 stitches at once knitwise
(illustration 17), knit the next stitch (illustration 18), then pass the 2 slipped
stitches over the stitch you just knit (illustration 19). On the purl side of the
fabric: insert the needle into the second and then the first stitch (in that
order) as if to p2tog-tbl. Slip both stitches at once onto the right-hand
needle from this position. Purl the next st, then pass the 2 slipped stitches
over the purled stitch.
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Central Double Increase

Use this type of increase to create three stitches out of a single stitch
without a hole or bump. It is especially perfect for the dramatic increasing
that is necessary in cabled Celtic knots such as Caedmon Celtic Knot.

Knit into the back and then into the front of the indicated stitch, in that
order, and then slip the original stitch off the left-hand needle (illustration
20). So far, 2 stitches have been made out of one stitch.

(20)

For the third stitch of this special increase, insert the left-hand needle
from back to front into the little vertical strand that’s beneath the two
stitches just made (illustration 21). Just pull up on it a little to create enough
space for your needle to fit.



Now, swing your right-hand needle around and knit into this vertical
strand through its front loop (illustration 22). This maneuver might seem
awkward at first because of how tight it feels, but that’s normal. After all,
the main goal here is to add new stitches without creating holes below

them!






Crocheted Chain Stitch

Sometimes, a little crochet makes knitting even better! For example, a loop
of basic crocheted chain stitches adds a unique texture to Lamb’s Tails. It’s
easy. Here’s how:

Place a slipknot on a crochet hook.

Yarn over the hook, and draw the loop through the loop on the hook to
form the first chain. Repeat this step as many times as required.




Elongated Stitches

Knitters can create quite interesting effects using elongated stitches. Best of
all, they’re easy to knit!

To make an elongated stitch, as you knit or purl the stitch, just wrap the
yarn around the needle two or more times as indicated in the pattern
(illustration 24).

On the next row, simply drop those extra loops.



Knit into the Front and Back of a Stitch (abbreviated k1f&b)

This type of increase adds a bit of horizontal texture that looks very much
like a purl bump. It is easy to work and is often used when knitting ribbings,
since it serves to incorporate new stitches into the pattern quickly.

To do in a knit stitch: First, insert the right-hand needle into the indicated
stitch knitwise, wrap the working yarn around the needle the regular way to
knit up a stitch but don’t remove the original stitch from the left-hand needle
(illustration 25).

Then, reinsert your right-hand needle knitwise into the back of the same
stitch, wrap the yarn around the needle to knit up a stitch (illustration 26),
then slip the original stitch off. Two stitches are made out of one stitch.



To do in a purl stitch: Insert the right-hand needle into the indicated stitch
purlwise, wrap the working yarn around the regular way to purl a stitch but
don’t remove the original stitch from the left-hand needle; then purl through
the back loop of the same stitch; finally, slip the original stitch off the left-
hand needle. Two stitches are made out of one stitch.



Knit Two Together Decrease (abbreviated k2tog) (right-leaning
decrease)

To do: With the working yarn toward the back, insert the right-hand needle,
knitwise, into the first two stitches on the left-hand needle as if they were a
single stitch, and wrap the yarn around the right-hand needle as you would
for a knit stitch (illustration 27). Pull the yarn through both stitches, and slip
both stitches off the left-hand needle at once. One stitch has been decreased,
and the resulting stitch slants to the right.




Knit a Stitch Through Its Back Loop (abbreviated k1-tbl)

This technique twists a stitch. It is often used to make stitches appear
embossed on top of fabric, such as in Alpine Tulips.

To work this technique, just insert your right-hand needle into the
indicated stitch from right to left and from front to back, and wrap the
working yarn around the needle the regular way to knit the stitch
(illustration 28).




Knit in the Row Below

This technique is used to create novelty stitch patterns, such as the Bee
Stitch.

To do: Simply insert the tip of the right-hand needle into the stitch that’s
directly below the first stitch on the left-hand needle and knit it. Slip the
original stitch off the left-hand needle.

note: To purl a stitch into the row below, insert the right-hand needle
purlwise into the stitch in the row below and purl it.




Knitwise

Instructions will sometimes tell you to insert your knitting needle into a
stitch knitwise. To do this, simply insert the tip of your right-hand needle
into the indicated stitch as if you were about to knit that stitch—in other
words, from left to right and from front to back (illustration 30).

If you’re told to slip a stitch knitwise, insert the tip of your right-hand
needle into the front of the stitch as if you’re about to knit it and slide that
stitch off of the left-hand needle and onto the right-hand one, allowing the
stitch to sit on the right-hand needle with its left “leg” in the front. Usually,
stitches are slipped knitwise during a decrease.



Knot

A knot is a miniature bobble. It is used as the tip of the antennae in the
Butterfly Motif.

To make a knitted knot: Knit into [front, back, front] of the next stitch,
then turn; purl those same three stitches, then turn; then slip 2 stitches at
once knitwise, knit the next stitch, then pass those two slipped stitches over
the stitch just knitted.



Left Twist

The left twist is a mini cable that is worked over two stitches without the

use of a cable needle. It is quick and easy to do.
First, skip the first stitch on the left-hand needle, and with the right-hand
needle behind the left one, knit next stitch in its back loop (illustration 31).

Then, knit the first stitch in its front loop the regular way, and then slip
both stitches off the left-hand needle together (illustration 32).






Lifted Increases

This type of increase is made by working into a stitch in the row below the
stitch that is currently on the needle, and also working into the stitch on the
needle in the regular way. It is handy to be able to perform the lifted
increase slanting to either the left or to the right, depending on the desired
effect.

To do a lifted increase slanting to the left: Insert the left-hand needle into
the back of the first stitch on the right-hand needle, just below the stitch just
knit (illustration 33), and knit it (illustration 34).

(33)



For a lifted increase slanting to the right: Knit into the back of the stitch
in the row directly below the first stitch on the left-hand needle (into its purl
“bump”) (illustration 35).

For a lifted purl increase, work the same as the knitted version, except
purl instead of knit.



Loop Stitch (also known as Fur Stitch)

This technique creates a super warm fabric with lots of texture. It’s easy to
change the pile depth by just making the loops longer or shorter.

To do: First, insert the right needle into the stitch on the left needle as if
to knit.

Then, wrap the yarn around the tip of the right needle, then clockwise
around your left thumb, bring the yarn to the back between the needles
(illustration 36).

(36)

Adjust the length of the loop.
Then, knit the stitch on the left needle (illustration 37). This step gives
you two loops on the right-hand needle.



Finally, pass the second stitch on the right needle over the first stitch.



Raised Make One Increases (abbreviated M1)

This method of adding stitches uses the horizontal strand of yarn that hangs
between the knitting needles. The knitter works into the strand, carefully
twisting it to prevent a hole. As with the lifted increases above, raised
increases can slant to the right or to the left.

For raised knit increases slanting to the left (abbreviated M1-L)
Use the left-hand needle to lift up the horizontal strand that’s hanging
between the needles, from front to back, and knit the strand through its back
loop, twisting it to prevent a hole in your fabric (illustration 38).

For raised knit increases slanting to the right (abbreviated M1-R)

Use the left-hand needle to lift up the horizontal strand that is hanging
between the needles from back to front, and knit the strand through its front
loop, twisting it to prevent a hole in the work (illustration 39).



note: If no direction is specified, use the M1-L increase.
Sometimes raised increases are worked as purl stitches:

For a raised purl increase that slants to the right on the right side of the
fabric:

Use the left-hand needle to lift up the horizontal strand between the needles
from back to front, then purl the strand through its front loop, twisting it to
prevent a hole in your fabric (illustration 40).




For a raised purl increase that slants to the left on the right side of the fabric
Use the left-hand needle to lift up the horizontal strand between the needles
from front to back, then purl the strand through its back loop, twisting it to
prevent a hole in your fabric.

M1 purlwise increases are usually worked on right-side rows whenever a
purl stitch is needed and in these cases, the difference between left- and
right-slanting stitches is hardly visible; no directional raised purl increases
are necessary. Just use whichever version is easier for you.



P2tog Decrease (abbreviated p2tog)

To do: With the working yarn toward the front, insert the tip of the right-
hand needle into the first two stitches on the left-hand needle, purlwise, as if
they were a single stitch, and wrap the yarn around the right-hand needle as
you would for a purl stitch (illustration 41). Pull the yarn through both
stitches, and then slip both stitches off the left-hand needle at once. One
stitch has been decreased, and the resulting stitch slants to the right on the
knit side of the fabric.




Purl a Stitch Through Its Back Loop (abbreviated p1-tbl)

Like knitting a stitch through the back loop, this technique twists a stitch.

To work this technique, just insert your right-hand needle into the
indicated stitch from left to right and from back to front, and wrap the
working yarn around the needle the regular way to purl the stitch.




Purlwise

When instructed to insert your knitting needle into a stitch purlwise, simply
insert the tip of your right-hand needle into the indicated stitch as if you
were about to purl that stitch—in other words, from right to left and from
back to front (illustration 43).

The convention in knitting is to always slip stitches purlwise unless told
otherwise. When told to slip a stitch purlwise, insert the tip of your right-
hand needle into the indicated stitch as if you’re about to purl it and slide
that stitch off of the left-hand needle and onto the right-hand one, allowing
the stitch to sit on the right-hand needle with its right “leg” in the front.



Right Twist

The right twist is a mini cable that is worked over two stitches without the

use of a cable needle for speed.
Here’s how: Knit two stitches together the regular way, but do not
remove them from the left-hand needle (illustration 44).

Next, insert the point of right-hand needle between these two stitches,
and knit the first stitch again through its front loop (illustration 45), and slip
both stitches off the left-hand needle together.






Slipping Stitches

Interesting texture and colorwork can be created simply by slipping stitches
from the left-hand needle to the right-hand one intermittently in a pattern.
Sometimes the stitches are moved with the yarn toward the front of the
stitch and other times toward the back. Here’s the difference:

Slipping Stitches with Yarn in Back

When instructed to hold the yarn in back, slip the stitch onto the right-hand
needle purlwise, keeping the working yarn behind the fabric as it faces you
(illustration 46). The yarn will be toward the wrong side of the fabric if you
are on a right-side row and toward the public side of the fabric if you’re on
a wrong-side row.

Slipping Stitches with Yarn in Front
To slip a stitch with the yarn in front, if the working yarn is not already in
front of the fabric (toward you) (such as when purling), bring it forward and
slip the stitch (see illustration 47). The yarn will be toward the public side
of the fabric if you are on a right-side row and toward the wrong side of the
fabric if you’re on a wrong-side row.



(47)

note: When moving the yarn from front to back or from back to front, be
careful to always bring it between the points of the knitting needles and not
over the right-hand needle. Otherwise, a yarn over will be created,
increasing your stitch count and making an unexpected hole in your fabric.

Manipulating Floats

Sometimes you need a float to create a decorative effect. Insert the right-
hand needle under the floating strands, being sure to catch all of them at
once without piercing the fabric behind, then work the next stitch, catching
the extra strands inside (illustration 48).



Slip, Slip, Knit Decrease (abbreviated ssk) (left-leaning decrease)
This knit decrease requires an extra step, but it creates a mirror image of the
k2tog decrease described above.

To do: With the working yarn toward the back, slip the next two stitches,
knitwise, and one at a time, onto the right-hand needle (illustration 49).

Then, insert the tip of the left-hand needle into the fronts of both slipped
stitches (illustration 50) and knit them together from this position, through



their back loops. One stitch has been decreased, and the resulting stitch
slants to the left.

Slip, Slip, Slip, Knit Decrease (abbreviated sssk) (left-leaning double
decrease)

Same as the ssk decrease, except three stitches are slipped knitwise, one at a
time, and then are knitted together from their new positions.

Slip, Slip, Purl Decrease (abbreviated ssp)
This technique is often used on wrong-side rows to mimic the left-slanting
look of the ssk decrease on the knit side of the fabric.

To do: With the working yarn toward the front, slip the first two stitches
knitwise, one at a time, from the left-hand needle to the right-hand needle.
Then, slip these two stitches back to the left-hand needle in their twisted
position. Finally, insert the tip of the right-hand needle into the back loops
of these two stitches, going into the second stitch first, and then the first
stitch, and purl them together through their back loops as if they were a
single stitch (illustration 51). One stitch has been decreased, and the
resulting stitch leans toward the left on the knit side of the fabric.



A More Refined Ssk Decrease

For some knitters, the ssk decrease worked the typical way does
not mirror the k2tog decrease perfectly. If you are among them
and would like to make your left-leaning decrease look smoother
and less like stair steps, try this method:

Slip the first stitch knitwise and the second stitch purlwise from
the left-hand needle to the right-hand needle (illustration 52).
Slipping the first stitch knitwise keeps it from twisting at the
bottom, producing a smoother and neater stitch.

Then insert the left-hand needle into the fronts of both slipped
stitches (illustration 53) and knit them together from this position,
through their back loops.



Slip, Slip, Slip, Purl Decrease (abbreviated sssp)
Same as the ssp decrease, except three stitches are slipped knitwise, one at a
time, and then are purled together from their new positions.



Smocking

Sometimes a cable needle is used to wrap the yarn around stitches to create
a decorative look, as in Smocked Ribbing.

To do: Slip the group of stitches purlwise onto a cable needle, and wrap
the yarn counterclockwise around the stitches (just below the cable needle)

the indicated number of times. Then work the stitches off the cable needle
as instructed.
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Stranded Technique

In this color knitting technique, used in Two-Color Hanover Cables, two
colors are worked across each row and, when a color is not in use, it is
carried loosely across the wrong side of the fabric, creating horizontal
floats. Knitters can choose between three possible methods for holding the
yarn:

Holding One Color in Each Hand:

Here’s the most efficient way to work stranded knitting: Hold one yarn in
each hand, wrapping them around your fingers to control the tension the
way you normally do (illustration 55). To work a stitch with the color from
the right-hand yarn, insert the needle into the next stitch knitwise or
purlwise according to your pattern, wrap the right-hand yarn around the
needle to make either a knit or purl stitch; to make a stitch with the color of
the yarn you’re holding in your left hand, insert the needle into the next
stitch knitwise or purlwise depending on your pattern, and wrap the left-
hand yarn around the needle to complete the stitch.

(55)

Holding Both Colors in the Right Hand:

If you’re normally a “thrower,” sometimes called an English-style knitter,
you can put both yarns in your right hand and use the appropriate color to
knit or purl each stitch. Knitters have two possible methods to choose from.



Method 1: Loop both yarns around the right index finger (illustration 56).
Use the bend of the top joint of your finger to keep the 2 yarns apart.
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Method 2: Hold one color yarn over the index finger and the other color
yarn over the middle finger (illustration 57).
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Holding Both Colors in the Left Hand:
If you typically knit Continental-style, you can work with both yarns in
your left hand. Again, knitters have two possible methods to choose from.
With either method, the right-hand needle can easily “pick” the yarn called
for in the color pattern.

Method 1: Place both color yarns over the left index finger (illustration
58). Use the bend of the top joint of your finger to keep the two yarns apart.



Method 2: Put one color yarn over the left index finger and the other
color yarn over the middle finger (illustration 59).




Tuck Stitch

With this technique, a stitch is unraveled for a number of rows. Then the
stitch and all the horizontal ladders created from the unraveling are knitted
together. It is used in Two-Color Garter Tuck Stitch, for example.

To do: Drop the first stitch off the left-hand needle (see illustration 60)
and use the tip of the right-hand needle to unravel the specified number of
rows (see illustration 61). Then insert the right-hand needle into the live
stitch, catching the horizontal strands on top of the needle (see illustration
62). Finally, knit into the live stitch, working all those strands into the new
stitch (see illustration 63).










Yarn Over Increase

This method of increasing places an eyelet hole in the fabric just below the
new stitch. The technique is different depending on whether the stitch
following the yarn over is a knit or a purl stitch.

To make a yarn over before a knit stitch: Bring the working yarn to the
front, between the tips of the two knitting needles (illustration 64). As you
knit the next stitch, the yarn will go over the right-hand needle to create the
extra stitch.
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To make a yarn over before a purl stitch: Bring the working yarn to the
front, between the tips of the knitting needles, and then wrap it completely



around the right-hand needle and back to the front (illustration 65). Simply
bringing the yarn to the front does not add a new stitch; the yarn must go all
the way around the right-hand needle to make the increase before a purl
stitch.

Sometimes multiple yarn overs are used to make an extra large eyelet
hole, as in the Diamond Openwork Panel.

To do: Simply wrap the yarn around the right-hand needle the required
number of times (illustration 66).

On the next row, more than one stitch (e.g., knit and then purl, for
example) is usually worked into the multiple yarn over to ensure a steady
stitch count.
